· Aviation Regulatory Responsibility & Ownership  
· Applicable Aviation Regulation Regulators, but not limited to:
· EASA 
· UK CAA 
· UK MAA
· Other, as applicable 
· Ensuring that all relevant continuing airworthiness management activities always complies with all applicable Aviation Regulations.
· Only performs continuing airworthiness management activities within the boundaries of the privileges/scope of the Aviation Regulatory Approvals held, and as identified in the respective Regulatory Approval Certificates and Expositions. 
· Responsible for the performance of the following continuing airworthiness management activities:
· All relevant fleet Aircraft are always maintained in an airworthy condition
· All operational and emergency equipment fitted is correctly installed and serviceable
· As applicable to the relevant fleet Aircraft, ensure that the Permit to Fly (PtF), Aircraft Certificate of Airworthiness (CofA), Airworthiness Review Certificates (ARC), Radio License, Insurance Certificate, etc… always remain valid
· With respect to the Aircraft Maintenance Programme/s (AMP):
· Management, review, amendment, approval, analysis, and effectiveness
· All aircraft maintenance is performed in accordance with the AMP
· Maintenance variations and / or concessions 
· Management, approval, and accomplishment of the rectification of any defect and/or damage affecting the safe operation of the aircraft:
· Liaison with Original Equipment Manufacturer (OEM) and/or Design Organisation (DOA), as required. 
· Supporting and performing defect / damage assessments
· Management, review, analysis, and rectification of all Deferred Defects, including Rectification Interval Extensions (RIE’s)
· Management, review, analysis, risk assessment and accomplishment of applicable:
· Airworthiness Directive (AD)
· Service Bulletin (SB)
· Technical Orders (TO)
· Information Notice (IN)
· Operational Directive (OD)
· Other, as applicable
· Management, approval, and accomplishment of mandatory and non-mandatory modifications:
· Liaison with Original Equipment Manufacturer (OEM) and/or Design Organisation (DOA), as required. 
· Performing technical assessments – desk-top and on-aircraft 
· Management of Aircraft Mass & Balance Statements, ensuring accurate and current aircraft configuration
· Maintenance check flights 
· Aircraft Technical Logbook

· Performing technical investigations in support Safety Occurrence Report Management.
· Supporting the A&TSL with the management of Audit Non-Conformances and Safety Investigation Findings:
· Performing effective Root Cause Identification (RCI) and delivering effective and sustainable Containment, Corrective and Preventive Actions.
